How to deal with multiple completers relating to the
 2011-2012 Global 21 Performance Assessments
List of proposed ifs

If…	the student is a multiple completer and the “like” tests contain a job interview- the student only needs to complete the job interview once.  This score will be used across the concentrations.

If…	the student is a multiple completer and the “like” tests contain a job application (which in 2011-2012 they all do) – the student only needs to complete the job application once.  This score will be used across the concentrations (this includes either paper and pencil or the online simulation).

If…	the student is a multiple completer and the “unlike” tests contain a job interview and an oral demonstration/presentation (based on the problems) the student could pick which oral portion to complete.  This score will be used across the concentrations.

If…	the student is a multiple completer in a “like” cluster and the “like” tests contain problems of “like” curriculum the student could pick which performance piece they want to complete.  There must only be a difference of one class within the concentration.  The best example: Business Education courses or Agriculture courses.  This score will be used across the “like” concentrations.
If…	the student is a multiple completer in an “unlike” cluster, the student would only repeat the performance and the safety piece for each “unlike” test.  Example: ET 1760 and BM 1445. (It is important to note that the safety must be evaluated during both sections).  The student could select which oral and written “unlike” portion they want to complete and this score will be used across the concentrations.
