DEFINITIONS

Completer - any adult preparatory or secondary student (regardless of pathway) who has completed, at minimum, the four required career and technical courses in any one concentration as identified in Section A of the Career and Technical Education Handbook. 

Concentration - a series of career and technical education courses in an occupational area that includes, at minimum, the four required career and technical courses as identified in Section A of the Career and Technical Education Handbook.

School – for this purpose, any county or multi-county career and technical center and any high school offering one or more occupational concentrations. 

Proficiency Standards - the level of performance on the state’s standards deemed most indicative of the quality of career and technical education programs.

Career and Technical School Standards - for the purpose of the CTE Evaluation and Improvement System, the standards determined to have major impact on a CTE school’s or concentration’s ability to meet all the Proficiency Standards.  Note that these standards do not include, and are not intended to excuse a school from addressing the other requirements in WVBE Policy 2510 and other State or local policies.

Technical Assistance - the variety of services provided by DTAES staff members to schools as they attempt to improve concentrations that do not meet the state  Proficiency Standards.  This use of the term is not to be confused with the High Schools That Work Technical Assistance visits.
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
