Vocational Agriculture Science Instructor/Teacher

Expectations

· Will serve as the FFA advisor for his/her assigned school.  

Includes:

1. Out of county travel, (overnight as needed), to supervise and chaperone students at District, State, or National (as needed), Conferences, Contests, or Workshops. 

2. After school meetings with officers or school teams to prepare for District and/or State contests, (minimum of six, one hour plus meetings before each contest for each team). 
3. Assist Local Officer Team to prepare for and conduct a minimum of 1 club meeting per month, submit meeting agenda to building administrator.

4. Schedule/plan annual FFA Banquet to be held between beginning of January and end of March.
5. Submit FFA Dues on time to maintain student eligibility for State level awards.

6. Assist student members to achieve District, State, and National Recognition and Degrees (State and American Farmer Degrees)
7. Supervise and assist FFA members with County Fair Entries, (livestock, vegetables, and etc.).
8. Submit forms to obtain Central Office approval for fund raisers and assist/supervise student members with fund raising activities.

9. Other FFA Advisor Duties as needed.

· Supervise, greenhouse, livestock, and other class activities/projects

· Supervise summer projects including home visits and required reporting forms.

· Submit report of planned summer activities to Building Administrator for approval by May 15 each year.

· Submit approved summer work/activity plan to County Director, and WVDE Ag. Dept. on or before June 1 each year.  
· Submit student records for summer projects to Guidance Counselor for credit on transcript.

· Utilize County Farm for student class/lab activities and projects, under the Direction of the Building Administrator and/or County Director.

· Other duties as assigned by the Building Administrator.

· All other duties for WV Teachers as set forth in WV State Code
