Title:  Drafting Teacher

Performance Responsibilities:  In addition to all performance responsibilities for classroom teachers listed in WV code, (see attached), the teacher will be responsible for the following:

1. Develop course outlines and lesson plans for a variety of Drafting courses which may be taught on a rotational year basis.  The courses may be available for EDGE and/or Dual Credit from MU or other colleges in the future and will include:
