ADULT BASIC EDUCATION FUNDS


Adult Basic Education/GED Testing programs are funded with a combination of State allocations and federal funds provided under Title II of the Workforce Investment Act.

Funding

· Eligible applicants may be a local educational agency, a community-based organization of demonstrated effectiveness, a volunteer literacy organization of demonstrated effectiveness, an institution of higher education, a public or nonprofit agency, a library, a public housing authority, a nonprofit institution that is not described in any of the items above and has the ability to provide literacy services to adults and families, and a consortium of the agencies, organizations, libraries, or authorities described in any of the above items.

· In order to receive funding, each program submits an application for funds. Grants are awarded to successful applicants.

· Purchases of supplies, texts, software and equipment must be completed by May 1 of the applicable year. 

· An inventory of equipment and materials purchased with ABE funds must be kept on file. 

· A request for transferring greater than 10 percent of the budget or for transferring monies into an equipment line item must have the prior written approval of the Assistant Director of Adult Education. 

· Records must be retained for three years after completion of a program/fiscal year.
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
